	DEFINITION

	Size of Population

Factor Value: Target populations which represent larger percentages of Michigan’s general population receive higher priority. 
	Percent of target population, relative to Michigan’s general population.

Example:  There are 100,000 Blue people in the State which represents 1% of the population. 

	Reported HIV/AIDS Cases

Factor Value: Target populations which represent larger percentages of all reported HIV/AIDS cases receive higher priorities. 
	Percent of reported cases of HIV/AIDS for which the target population accounts.  

Example:  The Blue population accounts for 10 % of all reported HIV/AIDS cases. 



	Estimated HIV/AIDS Prevalence

Factor Value:  Target populations which represent larger percentages of all estimated and reported HIV/AIDS cases combined receive higher priority
	Percent of estimated and reported cases of HIV/AIDS combined for which the target population accounts.  

Example:  The Blue population accounts for ##% of all estimated and reported HIV/AIDS cases combined 



	Disproportionate Impact

Factor Value:  Target populations which have been disproportionately impacted receive higher priority. 
	Extent to which HIVAIDS has impacted the population at a rate higher than their presence in the population as a whole.

Example:  1 in 300 men in the Blue population have HIV/AIDS compared with 1 in 1,000 in the Green population.  

	Prevalence of Risk Behaviors

Factor Value: Target populations which have higher prevalence of risk behaviors receive higher priority.  
	Percent of the target population that engages in HIV risk behaviors.

Example:  ##% of the Green population reported that they did not use a condom the last time they had anal sex.  

	Incidence Trends

Factor Value: Target populations which have increasing rates in the number of annual HIV/AIDS cases reported receive higher priority.  Relative priority is responsive to the relative magnitude of increase.
	Extent of change in incidence in target population over time.

Example: There was a 2% increase, between 1999 and 2003, in the number of annual HIV and AIDS cases reported among the Purple population.

	“Compounders” of Risk

Factor Value:  Target populations receive higher priority based on the number of “compounders” of risk identified. 


	Presence of other factors that place target population at risk for HIV (e.g. substance abuse, homelessness, incarceration, domestic violence).

Example:  27% of the Blue population is homeless.  



	“Compounder” - Incarcerated

Factor Value: Target populations which represent larger percentages of the MDOC population receive higher priority. 
	The number of cases of HIV and AIDS among all cases reported from within MDOC facilities.

Example:  There are 23 cases of HIV/AIDS occurring among the Green population within MDOC, which represents 5% of all of HIV/AIDS cases occurring among inmates in the state correctional system. 



	“ Compounder” - Drug and Alcohol Use

Factor Value:  Target populations receive higher priority based on the percentage that report that drug and/or alcohol use affects their ability to adopt risk-reducing behaviors receive higher priority. Higher percentages receive higher priority. 
	The proportion of the population that reports that drug and/or alcohol use impedes their ability to engage in risk reducing behavior (e.g. use condoms, abstain from sex). 

Example:  17% of the Green population reports that their use of alcohol makes it difficult for them to use condoms during sex. 



	“Compounder” - Self-identity

Factor Value:  Target populations which do not self identify as “gay” (or similar) receive higher priority. 

Note: applies only to MSM population. Eliminated as “compounder” for other populations. 
	The proportion of the population that self-identifies as “gay”, “bi”, “transgendered” or similar.

Example:  17% of the Purple population self identify as “gay”.



	“Compounder” - Venue-Based Sex (catalyst)

Factor Value:  Target populations which engage in sex in public venues receive higher priority. 
	The proportion of the population that reports having sex in public venues (e.g. bars, bathhouses, rest stops)

Example:  12% of the Blue population reports having sex in public venues.

	“Compounder” - Stigma

Factor Value: Those population which experience more stigma receive higher priority.  

Note: applies only to MSM population. Eliminated as “compounder” for other populations.
	The extent to which the population is stigmatized by the general population. 

Example: 20% of the Purple population reports being discriminated against in the past year. 
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
