� An additional $25 million was provided to struggling ADAPs in August of FY2010 and is included in the total. 


� In August, the President requested an additional $30 million on top of the original $20 million included in his budget proposal.  The $30 million is to be directed to states receiving Part B supplemental funds in FY2010. 


� Special Projects of National Significance (SPNS) is funded through an evaluation tap across all PHS programs; the tap in FY2011 is 2.4% and is not included in the RWCA total.


� There is an additional $30 million for HIV prevention activities not included in the total from the Prevention and Public Health Fund.


� In August, the President requested an additional $35 million on top of the original $30.5 million included in his budget proposal.  The funds are to continue projects begun in FY2010 with the Prevention and Public Health Fund.
